What Is Parenthesis?

Parenthesis is the addition of extra information or an afterthought in writing. It can be
a word, a phrase or a clause. There are three possible ways to punctuate parenthesis:

* a pair of commas;
e a pair of brackets;
* a pair of dashes.
When the parenthesis is removed, the sentence still makes grammatical sense.

For example:

I moved to Sheffield in 2011 (I was six years old). I

A hyphen is a type of punctuation that is used to avoid ambiguity by joining two or more
words together.

A hyphen can be used to create a compound noun. Often, a hyphen is used this way to
prevent a sentence from becoming confusing or losing its meaning. For example:

I saw a young passer-by staring through the window. I

A hyphen can be used to create a compound adjective before a noun. For example:
